Eligibility

Tournament Rules & Regulations:

System of Play

1.TOTAL NUMBER OF ROUNDS: 9 ROUNDS
2.Eligibility: All Indian players (rated/unrated, professional/amateur) are eligible to

participate. Non‑Indian players must have a valid FIDE ID under their respective
country or a licensed FIDE ID under the FIDE flag before registering for the
tournament. Organizers reserve the right to accept or reject any entry without
assigning any reason. The tournament is open to players from all parts of the
world. No age limit.

3.System of play: The tournament will be conducted as per the latest FIDE Laws
of Chess using Swiss Manager.

4.Time control: 90 minutes plus 30‑second increment from move 1 for the entire
game.

5.Default time: 30 minutes.
6.AICF registration: All Indian participants must be registered with AICF for the

year 2026–27. For renewing existing AICF registration, visit https://prs.aicf.in/.
For new registrations, visit https://prs.aicf.in/new-register. Registration fee:
₹300/-.

7.Discipline: Any player or parent who disrupts the decorum of the tournament will
face exclusion from the event.

8.Appeals committee: A five‑member appeals committee (including 2 reserves)
will be formed before the start of the tournament.

9.Protests: Any protest against the decision of the Chief Arbiter must be submitted
in writing with a protest fee of ₹3000/- within 15 minutes of the incident. The fee
will be refunded if the appeal is upheld; otherwise, it will be forfeited.

10.Electronic devices: All types of electronic devices and wristwatches (any kind of
watch) are not allowed in the playing arena.

11.Withdrawals: A player may withdraw from the tournament at any stage by
informing the Chief Arbiter in writing.

12.Tiebreak (latest tiebreak criteria):
Buchholz Cut‑1
Buchholz
Sonneborn–Berger
Direct encounter
Greater number of wins (including forfeit wins)
Greater number of wins with black pieces



13.Age category players: Players are eligible for prizes only in their own age category and not in
any higher age category.
14.Category prize: The organizer may ask players to provide valid proof of date of birth. By
registering for the tournament, players agree to present their date‑of‑birth proof whenever required
for the tournament.
15.Best veteran prizes: Players who have completed 60 years of age on or before 31st December
2025 are eligible.
16.Best specially‑abled prizes: Persons with a disability of 40% or above will be considered for
prizes.
17.Prize money: Prize money will not be shared. Each player will receive only one higher prize.
The Indian Income Tax Act and rules, including applicable TDS, will apply.
18.Entry limit: Entries are limited to 500 participants on a first‑come, first‑served basis.
