and 9 rounds each, in category B & C. (Accelelarated pairing may be used in first 3 to 5 rounds in Category A .) The latest AICF & FIDE
rules in force, shall apply.

® For foreign players a valid FIDE ID is mandatory.

* Tie-break: In case of a tie, the latest FIDE Rules shall come into effect as per AICF guidelines. However, the cash prizes will not be
shared. One player will be given one (higher) prize (in played Category).

o Protest if any, against the decision of the Arbiter, Chief Arbiter shall be made in writing with protest a fee of 1,000/- within 15 minutes after
the completion of the game to the committee.
